Ask the Expert:  Debi, What is Selling?


Below is information gathered from the Multiple Listing from August 1-September 25, 2008.  This data compares the number of listings sold to the number of listings active (on the market) by type (normal sale, short sale or foreclosure) at three price bands for two different zip codes. In 85226, the majority of sales are under $300,000 and in 85284, the majority of sales were between $300,001 and $500,000.  Overall, the homes on the market listed for under $300,000 are beginning to sell.  Short sales are not attractive and few are selling, while homes in foreclosure have a better chance to  sell.
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Keep Your Money Safe


This September, we learned that at least $100,000 per bank per person is protected by the FDIC in case the bank fails.
